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Articles of Agreement


ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT

OF

FAITH BASED ACTION NETWORK OF NEW HAMPSHIRE


We the undersigned, being persons of lawful age, do hereby associate together for the purpose of forming a nonprofit voluntary corporation (hereinafter, the “Corporation” or “FBA-NET”) under, by virtue of and in accordance with the provisions of New Hampshire Revised Statutes Annotated (“RSA”) Chapter 292, pursuant to the following Articles of Agreement:

ARTICLE I

The name of the Corporation shall be “Faith Based Action Network of New Hampshire”.

ARTICLE II
The Corporation is not-for-profit and shall be organized and operated exclusively for charitable purposes within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (hereinafter, the “Code”).  The purposes for which the Corporation is formed as are follows: Faith Based Action Network of New Hampshire exists to enhance communication among faith based organizations in New Hampshire and between the faith based community and the broader community, including governmental entities, and thereby to assist faith based organizations in New Hampshire to better serve those in need.  FBA-NET shall fulfill its purpose primarily by providing networking opportunities for the faith based community, physically and virtually, with a goal to creating communities of interest that may cooperatively seek to serve those in need.  FBA-NET may also award grants or provide other financial assistance to faith based organizations or to broader efforts that include faith based organizations in their quest to serve others.  FBA-NET shall be authorized to undertake activities which are in furtherance of the foregoing purposes, except as may be restricted or prohibited in these Articles of Agreement or by applicable law.  


ARTICLE III
The governance of FBA-NET and the general management of its affairs shall be vested in a Board of Directors comprised of no fewer than seven (7) and no more than fifteen (15) directors (individually, a “Director”, collectively, the “Directors”).  The exact number, qualifications, term, method of acting and method of election, appointment and removal shall be fixed in the Bylaws of the Corporation.  

The number of initial Directors of this nonprofit corporation shall be seven and the names and addresses of these initial Directors are as follows:  Laura Coleman, 89 Reed Street, Manchester, New Hampshire 03102; Scott Earnshaw, 34 Juniper Drive, Bedford, New Hampshire 03110; Keith Marsh, 253 Philbrick Hill Road, Springfield, New Hampshire 03284; Richard Shannon, [address]; Greg Steelman, [address]; Holly Tutko, [address]; David Lamarre Vincent, [address].  Succeeding Directors are as established by the bylaws.

FBA-NET may adopt such Bylaws and make such rules and regulations as may be deemed necessary, and may from time to time alter, amend, and modify the Bylaws, or its rules and regulations, as may therein be provided for.  These Articles of Agreement may not be amended without the prior written approval of at least seventy percent (70%) of the entire Board of Directors.

ARTICLE IV


Upon liquidation or dissolution of the Corporation in accordance with the Bylaws and the laws of the State of New Hampshire, the officers and Directors shall, after making payment of all of the liabilities of the Corporation or due provision therefore, distribute the then remaining assets of the Corporation to one or more other organizations exempt from Federal income tax under Section 502(c)(3) of the Code whose purpose and mission fulfill as nearly as possible the mission of the Corporation, as the Board of Directors shall determine; provided that no such distribution shall be made in a manner inconsistent with the laws of the State of New Hampshire.  Any assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by the appropriate court of the jurisdiction in which the principal office of the Corporation is then located, exclusively to one more other organizations exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code whose purpose and mission fulfill as nearly as possible the mission of the Corporation, as said court shall determine.

ARTICLE V


The address at which the business of FBA-NET is to be carried on is:  140 Sheep Davis Road (SR-106), Pembroke, New Hampshire 03275.
ARTICLE VI


The Corporation shall have no capital stock and no members.

ARTICLE VII


The Directors and officers of the Corporation shall not be personally liable for any debt, liability or obligation of the Corporation.  To the fullest extent now or hereafter permitted by law, no Director or officer shall be personally liable to the Corporation or to its shareholders for monetary damages for breach of their fiduciary duties as an officer.

ARTICLE VIII


No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall be divided among, inure to the benefit of or be distributed to its officers, Directors, or other private persons, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article II hereof, except as otherwise provided in the Corporation’s Bylaws.

FBA-NET shall have and may exercise in furtherance of its objectives and purposes any one or more or all of the rights and powers of a voluntary corporation specified under applicable New Hampshire laws, including RSA 292 and 295 thereof; provided, however, that notwithstanding any other provisions of these Articles of Agreement, FBA-NET shall neither have nor exercise any power, nor shall it engage in any activity directly or indirectly, that would invalidate its status as: (a) a corporation which is exempt from Federal income taxation under Section 501(a) of the Code as an organization described in Section 501(c)(3) of the Code; (b) a corporation contributions to which are deductible under Sections 170(c)(2), 2055(a) or 2522(a) of the Code, or (c) a not-for-profit voluntary corporation under the laws of the State of New Hampshire.  Without limiting the foregoing, no substantial part of the activities of FBA-NET shall be the dissemination of propaganda, lobbying or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, except to the extent permitted by Section 501(h) of the Code, and FBA-NET shall not participate in or intervene in (including the publication or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of (or in opposition to) any candidate for public office.  A “pecuniary benefit transaction” (as defined in FSA 7:19-a,I.) between FBA-NET and its Directors or officers shall be prohibited unless it is in the best interests of FBA-NET and all of the conditions set forth in RSA 7:19-a, II are satisfied.


FBA-NET may purchase, receive or take by grant, gift, devise, bequest or otherwise, lease, or otherwise acquire, own, hold, improve, employ, use and otherwise deal in and with, real or personal property, or any interest therein, wherever situated, in an unlimited amount, and may borrow and lend and may sell, convey, lease, exchange, transfer or otherwise dispose of, or mortgage, pledge, encumber or create a security interest in, all or any of such property or an interest therein.  FBA-NET may solicit and receive contributions from any and all sources and may receive and hold, in trust or otherwise, funds received by gift or bequest.


FBA-NET may make grants, donations or contributions in such amounts as the officers and Directors shall determine, in furtherance of its purposes as set forth in Article II above; provided, however, that as long as FBA-NET is entitled to exemption from Federal income tax as an organization described in Section 501(c)(3) of the Code, it shall make no grants, donations or contributions other than for charitable purposes.
